Lawrence James was a founding member of the University of York and then took a research degree

at Merton College, Oxford. After a distinguished teaching career he became a full-time writer in

1985 and has emerged as one of the outstanding narrative historians on theÃ‚Â subject

ofÃ‚Â empire, includingÃ‚Â The Rise and Fall of the British EmpireÃ‚Â andÃ‚Â Churchill and

Empire: Portrait of an Imperialist. He lives in England.

This book does a great job at giving a high-level overview of colonialism in Africa.

ItÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a lot to cover, but the authorÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s style is so engaging, that

itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a pretty easy read.One possible drawback to that approach, though, is that not

every topic will get covered ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ or at least covered in any great depth. Just as an

example, thereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s only one mention of Biafra. Instead, the author focuses his

attention on Kitanga instead. Same rough situation, but still ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦And that gets into

another drawback ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ this approach doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t always allow time for a

thorough analysis. In the example above, the book really doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t get into great

detail on the problem of the arbitrary borders of the colonies and how those affected what happened

after independence. KitangaÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a great example, but ...At the same time, though, I

really did like his analysis of how similar the colonial and Cold War eras were when it came to

ruthlessly exploiting the continent on the part of the major powers (with the US and USSR basically

taking on the roles of the former colonial powers).The author also talks about the lack of preparation



for independence in the Belgian Congo, and how that contributed to the chaos that ensued there

after independence. An interesting contrast with that might be some of the former British colonies,

which tended to be better prepared and thus more successful in their transitions.

ItÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s just something the author barely touches on though.All that said, I still really

liked the book. It filled in a lot of holes for me, and also gave me a really good feel for the sweep of

this period and time. And honestly, if it had gotten into all the detail, it probably would be a 1000

pages ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ which would have been way too intimidating for me to ever pick up!

Lawrence JamesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ Empires of the Sun is an outstanding book. It covers the history

of Africa from 1830 (beginning of modern colonization) to 1994 (the end of white rule in South

Africa). That is a lot of history to pack into 329 pages. James however does an excellent job of

having the narrative reads like a ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“narrativeÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• and not just a recitation

of facts and dates.James tells the story without agenda. The history of colonial Africa is combination

of many factors: Economic interests, military interests, moral factors (e.g. BritainÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

opposition to slavery) and religious zeal (e.g. missionaries). A good history book would do well to

focus on just one aspect of history. A great book like JamesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ covers them

all.Despite the excellent writing, because Empire of the Sun is not a book that would be of interest to

the general reader this reviewer hesitated to give Empires of the Sun five stars. However, if you are

reading this review, you must be open minded about purchasing this book for yourself or a loved

one. With that in mind I give Empires of the Sun five stars.Just for the record, this is genuine review,

I paid full price for my copy.
