confused about barometers, anemometers, wind vanes, hygrometers, and air pressure. This is still
good introductory material to what can be a complex topic, and it could be used effectively if
followed by class discussion. lllustrations are brightly colored and friendly, featuring the same boy,
girl, and cat on most pages.
