However, if you
are trying to teach future teachers, this is a good text to help aid new student / teachers into the role
of group facilitator. Other books - even John MacArthur - have the view that regardless of the study
or length of the Bible book, after one quarter or about thirteen lessons, you're done. Example: In
MacArthur’'s book, he crammed Romans Chapters 9, 10, and 11 into one lesson. We wound up
abandoning the MacArthur text for most of the Romans study. You could have spent one year there

alone.Has not happened with the John study using this text. The group generally likes it and uses it.
