It extrapolates on one of the most beloved New Testament passages

when Martha, working herself harried in the kitchen to serve a bunch of men who have suddenly

arrived and expect refreshments, finds her sister, Mary, sitting at the feet of Jesus, listening rapt to

his teaching. Martha is upset and asks Jesus to tell Mary to get up and help her! Now! But Jesus

says no. Mary "has the better part."So the question author Joanna Weaver wrestles with is how to

have a Mary heart (mature spirituality and the time for God each day) in a Martha world (where job,

husband, kids and activities vie for your time). The book is quite readable, well organized with

interesting stories intermixed with theology.Since I come from a mainline Protestant denomination, I

had some trouble (OK, at times a lot of trouble) with the strong--almost passionate--evangelical

point of view that dominates this book. It felt alienating, and for this reason I give it three stars.One

note: I found--and reported to , since I was reading this on a Kindle--38 punctuation errors, mostly

missing or misplaced apostrophes.

Being very new to Bible reading and studying I did find myself challenged at times. Part of the



challenge was honestly answering the questions in the study section. In this book and study guide I

was inspired to take a closer look at my spiritual walk and purpose.
